Environmental certification for new and existing buildings
can be obtained through various recognized environmental
and sustainable certification assessment methods. One

of the most widely recognized environmental certification
assessment methods is the Leadership in Energy and
Environmental Design (LEED®) rating system, developed

by the U.S. Green Building Council.

The LEED® system promotes sustainable buildings
by awarding points in various categories.

To qualify as LEED®-certified, a building must score at least
40 of 110 possible points. Higher levels of compliance are
possible, indicating higher levels of energy efficiency and
environmental sustainability.
